Minutes of the Annual General Meeting for the year 2019-20  of the Shetland Community Benefit Fund Limited (reg. no. 2751RS)

Virtual meeting held via Zoom on 12th August 2020

1. Minutes.  The minutes of the AGM of 2018-19 were read and approved, on the proposal of John Dally, seconded by Angela Sutherland
2. Matters Arising. There were no matters arising.
3. Retiring directors. The chair reported that Gary Laurenson had not stood for re-election.  The chair thanked Gary for all his work and support while he had been a director.  
4. Nominations as directors.
Bressay Community council had nominated Mr Alistair Christie-Henry.   Elected on proposal by Angela Sutherland, seconded by Chris Bunyan.

Burra and Trondra Community Council had nominated Robin Black.  elected on proposal by John Dally seconded by Chris Bunyan

Dunrossness Community Council had nominated Aileen Brown.  Elected on proposal of Alistair Christie-Henry, seconded by Angela Sutherland

Gulberwick Quarff and Cunningsburgh Community Council had nominated Colin Clark.   Elected on proposal of Alistair Christie-Henry seconded by Gordon Thomson.
5. Co-opt of director.  Chris Bunyan was co-opted as a director, proposal by Alistair Christie-Henry seconded by John Dally.
6. Resolution. The following resolution was adopted unanimously, proposed by Alistair Christie-Henry seconded by Colin Clark: 

“ That the chair of the SCBF should be co-opted to the board as an individual member, allowing a new nomination from their community council, according to rule 34 which states that the board co-opt a further 3 persons with acknowledged skills and experience and that a formal change to the rules reflect this resolution be made at an appropriate time”.
7.  Audit Resolution. The requirement for auditing was agreed to be waived according to the resolution below, on the proposal of John Dally seconded by Aileen Brown:
“ SCBF is exempt from the obligation to appoint a qualified auditor under its Rule 53(b), and under s 84 of the Co-operative and Community Benefit Societies Act 2014, and therefore resolves to disapply the requirement to appoint a qualified auditor for the year ending 31 March 2018.”

8. Chair's Report.  After a decade of indecision and uncertainty about the future of SCBF and whether or not to continue, the past year has been a complete change.  
The Viking project has proceeded at increasing speed and construction is expected to start in September.  The interconnector cable has been approved, opening the way not just for Viking but other commercial developments. 
2019-20 saw some big changes in the membership of the benefit fund with the retirement of some directors who had put in years of dedicated work.  These retirements, together with a major effort to get new directors nominated by as many community councils as possible, has meant a number of new faces who have brought new ideas and enthusiasm.

Our work in 2019-20 has helped create a sound basis for the benefit fund to grow even further in 2020 - 21.

9. Accounts 2019-20. The accounts were adopted, proposed by Alistair Christie-Henry seconded by Gordon Thomson.
10. Any Other Business. There being no more business, the Chair declared the meeting closed.
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
