4. Resignations as directors
Resignations up to 31st March 2021 were Arwed Wenger, Laurence Odie and Alan Macdonald.  All of whom were directors for a long period of time and CB wished to thank them all.  CB made particular mention to Alan Macdonald, the previous vice-chair for a number of years, and thanked him for all his work as he had been with SCBF from the beginning.
5a.  Nominations from community councils

Sandwick – Neville Martin, proposed by Angela Sutherland, seconded by Jamie Macbeath

These directors were all appointed unanimously by members

There are still vacancies for Skerries and Fetlar, the clerks for both have been contacted requesting a nominee.  Internet connectivity can be an issue for joining meetings remotely.
Gordon Thomson has also recently resigned meaning there is a vacancy for Unst.  Chris Bunyan thanked Gordon for all his work over the years.

John Dally asked if there had been any contact regarding a new director for Whalsay community council as he has resigned from the community council.  CB advised that a director remained in office, quite independently from whether they were a community councillor or not, until you are required to resign as per the ‘rules’.
5b.  Co-option of any directors
SCBF can co-opt up to three directors.  John Dally proposed Chris Bunyan, seconded by Neville Martin and members agreed unanimously..
6. Directors Resolution:
SCBF has approved this resolution at all recent AGM's.   

“That the chair of the SCBF should be co-opted to the board as an individual member, allowing a new nomination from their community council, according to rule 33 which states that the board co-opt a further 3 persons with acknowledged skills and experience and that a formal change to the rules reflect this resolution be made at an appropriate time”.
CB proposed it was adopted this evening and included in the current rules revision, seconded by John Dally.  No dissent.
7.  Chair’s report

The Chair’s report was circulated prior to the meeting and Chris added that after 10 years we have begun giving grants.  He also read out an email received from Lindsay Dougan (SSE Renewables Community Investment Manager).

For the next 4 years the accounts will appear this way with an amount always deferred.  This is not a full audit report nor an accounts report but a limited assurance report.  A full audit is not required as SCBF are below the threshold.  It is an independent accountant’s opinion.  Report proposed by Alistair Laurenson and seconded by Colin Clark and agreed by members.
(3) Appointment of financial advisors for 2021-22
CB proposed RSM as financial advisors and independent accountants for 2021-22 to prepare financial statements in accordance with FRS 102 “The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland” (“FRS 102”) and the requirements of the Co
operative and Community Benefit Societies Act 2014.  Proposed by Neville Martin, seconded by Jim Anderson.  No dissent.
