2. Apologies

4. Resignations as directors
There was one resignation up to 31st March 2022 which was Ellis Nicolson, the Delting nominee, due to work commitments. CB thanked Ellis for his valuable contributions during his time as a SCBF director.
5a.  Nominations from community councils
At this stage, Eleanor Gear took over chairing the meeting.

As per rule 32, the directors from Scalloway, Tingwall, Whiteness and Weisdale, Unst, Yell and Whalsay all retire at the AGM and the nominations for the vacant seats are,

Unst – David Cooper, proposed by Aileen Brown, seconded by John Dally
Yell – Karen Hannay, proposed by Jamie Macbeath, seconded by John Parry
Whalsay – John Dally, proposed by Neville Martin, seconded by Angela Sutherland
Skerries – remains vacant
These directors were all appointed unanimously by members.
There are still vacancies for Skerries, Fetlar and Delting, the clerks have been contacted requesting a nominee.  
5b.  Co-option of any directors
SCBF can co-opt up to three directors.  John Dally proposed Chris Bunyan, seconded by Neville Martin and members agreed unanimously.
Under the rules the officers are elected at the beginning of the management meeting which follows the AGM.  It would, however, be sensible to nominate a temporary Chair who can then chair the rest of the meeting.  John Dally nominated Chris Bunyan, proposed by Neville Martin and seconded by John Dally.  

Chris Bunyan then took over chairing the remainder of the AGM.
6. Directors Resolution:
SCBF has approved this resolution at all recent AGM's.   

“That the chair of the SCBF should be co-opted to the board as an individual member, allowing a new nomination from their community council, according to rule 33 which states that the board co-opt a further 3 persons with acknowledged skills and experience and that a formal change to the rules reflect this resolution be made at an appropriate time”.
CB asked for formal approval of this amendment to the rules. Proposed by Angela Sutherland, seconded by Colin Clark.  No dissent.
7.  Chair’s report

The Chair’s report was circulated prior to the meeting.  Chris added that it had been an exciting year following the launch of the AGS and we were now giving out grants.  It has been a useful learning curve and he thanked his fellow officers for all their help.  He also said he would like to recognise the work of the SCBF Administration Officer, Eleanor Gear.

8. Finances and Accounts for 2021-22
(1) Financial report from Treasurer

Nothing to add from the treasurer on the circulated report. CB advised that SCBF had moved their bank account to Virgin money which now requires two digital signatures for online transactions and that savings accounts were also being utilised .  Report noted.
(2) Accounts for 2021-22 and any comments from RSM

A query was raised by Colin Clark on the figure listed next to ‘Note 4’ Lesley Hutchison (RSM accountants) commented that this is the balance of community benefit payments received by not used in the year and have been deferred to future years. This is not a full audit report nor an accounts report but a limited assurance report.  A full audit is not required as SCBF are below the threshold.  It is an independent accountant’s opinion.  Lesley Hutchison thanked Eleanor Gear as she keeps good records and was very helpful with any queries.  The adoption of the annual accounts presented by RSM proposed by Aileen Brown and seconded by Angela Sutherland and agreed by members.
(3) Appointment of financial advisors for 2021-22
CB proposed RSM as financial advisors and independent accountants for 2022-23 to prepare financial statements in accordance with FRS 102 “The Financial Reporting Standard applicable in the UK and Republic of Ireland” (“FRS 102”) and the requirements of the Cooperative and Community Benefit Societies Act 2014.  Proposed by John Dally.  This was seconded by Aileen Brown.  No dissent.
