1. Minutes

4. 
Directors Resolution:

“ That the chair of the SCBF should be co-opted to the board as an individual member, allowing a new nomination from their community council, according to rule 34 which states that the board co-opt a further 3 persons with acknowledged skills and experience and that a formal change to the rules reflect this resolution be made at an appropriate time”.
This was proposed by Chris Bunyan and seconded by John Dally and agreed unanimously

Resignation as Directors
Resignation were received from Emma Williamson, Martin Tregonning, Laurence Robertson, these were all accepted.

6. New Directors from Community Councils

New directors were Linda Coutts, Gordon Thomson and Arwed Wenger, these were all accepted.

7.  Appointment  of Office Bearers  2015/16

The current officer bearers stood down and Catherine Hughson VAS Executive Officer took the chair pro tem.  Catherine asked for nominations for the position of Chair.

Barbara Cheyne nominated Chris Bunyan this was seconded by Alan Macdonald, Catherine asked if there was anybody otherwise minded there were no other nomination and Chris accepted and he was co-opted following the decision on Item 4..

Chris resumed the position of Chair

Nomination were sought for Vice Chair – John Dally proposed Alan Macdonald this was seconded by Dan Thompson, Chris asked if there was anybody otherwise minded there were no other nomination and Alan accepted.

Nomination were sought for Secretary/Treasurer – Chris Bunyan informed the meeting that Neville Martin had intimated that he was still willing to continue as treasurer/secretary.  Kenny Pottinger proposed and Alan Ockenden seconded, Chris  asked if there was anybody otherwise minded there were no other nomination this was agreed.
8.  Accounts Resolution:

The chair explained that the FSA does not require the SCBF to submit accounts because there had been no trading to date under SCBF and FCA rules..

The resolution that needs approval “Agree SCBF not to undertake a full professional audit for the 2014-15 in accordance with SCBF rule 4A(2) of the Friendly and Industrial Provident Societies Act 1968”

This was moved by Chris Bunyan and John Dally and approved unanimously.
9. Accounts 2014-15
The accounts were tabled explanation of liabilities to date - the FSA registration of £55 paid by Chris and the retrospective amounts due to VAS for their assistance.  The accounts were moved by Dan Thompson and Kenny Pottinger and approved unanimously.
10. AOCB

(a) The Chair then gave his report.  It had been another year of relative inactivity for SCBF.   However the end of legal challanges resulted in new discussions with Viking Energy and SCBF is awaiting a revised draft agreement from the developers.   While there remains some uncertainty about the project because of UK Government policies regarding onshore wind project it seems island projects and offshore projects will continue to be supported.  SCBF is looking for financial support from HIE, the LEADER project and the Scottish Government's CARES scheme.
(b) Alan MacDonald updated the meeting that he is working towards opening up a bank account.

(c) There had also been a recent meeting with Viking to complete negotiations and they hope this will be done by the end of 2015,  the Chair also informed the meeting that he is speaking to other renewable energy  projects in the islands.
(d) He wished to place on record his thanks to Kate Massie for all her support over the year she has now left VAS and has moved to the mainland, 
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
